A pre-bid conference will be held at the site located at 56 Waterwich Ave, Highlands NJ 07732 on Wednesday, May 11, 2021 at 10:00 AM.
Under the Bid Proposal, the Contractor shall furnish all materials, labor and equipment necessary to complete the Waterwitch Wastewater Pump Station project in accordance with the plans and specifications.  The contract will allow 300 calendar days for completion of the Contract.  

Each bidder must deposit bid security of (10%) ten percent of the total bid in the form of a certified check, cashier’s check, or bid bond, but not to exceed $20,000.00, payable to the BOROUGH OF HIGHLANDS.  Consent of Surety and a Performance Bond are required.  The Borough of Highlands reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to waive any informality, or to accept the bid that, in its judgment, best serves its interest.
