For marine interests, dangerous
winds and seas for all vessels.

v Heavy rain at times through the weekend could lead to localized urban or small-
stream flooding. A period of heavier rain this morning, then another round possible
later this evening and Sunday. On Sunday, the heaviest rain may shift to near and
north/west of [-95.

v Life-threatening rip currents and high surf along all area beaches through the
weekend. Areas of significant beach erosion is likely.
